New term: 

Please note the new term starts on Tuesday 5th January.  All of the staff will be training on the 4th.  Please see overleaf for a new means of paying fees, including toddler group fees.

At the end of this term we are full on all days but there is always some fluctuation each term as children move on to preschool groups or nurseries.  Payments for January will be:  
Monday sessions: £16.50 for the half term for one child, or £22.50 for one child and a sibling over 1 year old
Tuesday/Friday sessions: £19.80 for the half term for one child, or £27.00 for one child and a sibling over 1 year old

Forest School/Conservation Area: This term we’ve been very fortunate in preschool to have Lena Woor running Forest School activities with some of our children.  Lena has been training for her level 1 certificate in Forest School and it turned out that the Conservation Area at Mayfield was ideal.  We’d love to be able to develop and sustain this as an activity for our children but the first step would be to mend the pond.  Amy, one of our parents, wrote the following for the local newsletter. Could you help?

Mayfield school has a hidden gem, a small nature reserve next to the junior
playground. Peering in from the outside you can hardly see the 8 meter by 5
meter heart shaped pond, due to the bushy trees shielding it.  Upon entry
though, there it is inviting you closer to stare in the dark water and wait
for a frog to pop its head up and gaze quietly, in stillness past you.  I
have been visiting it with my 3 and a half year old son who has been taking
part in a forest school as part of his nursery training at Roundabout pre
school.  Its been fun making mud faces, wood and pebble designs and playing
in the jungle as the kids love to call it.  However, the pond is in need of
some serious TLC as it has a leak and needs a good clear out.  Laura, a
local expert from 'The Wildlife Trust' came and had a look and gave some
useful advice about how to fix the leak and maintain the pond.  We now need
to decide the best way forward. Has any one out there got any suggestions?
